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CIA's Fault Named 
As Getting Caught 

SENATOR Eugene J. Mc-
Carthy (D-Mlnn.) said yes-
terday he doesn't "altogeth-
er fault" the Central Intelli-
gence Agency for supporting 
some of the organizations 
disclosed recently as recipi-
ents of the agency funds. 

However, he added, in a 
luncheon address before the 
Women's National Press 
Club, meeting at the Willard 
Hotel, "they shouldn't have 
gotten caught doing it." 

The Minnesota Democrat, 
who last year called for a 
study by Congress of the 
Agency's activities, said he 
is on the board of eight of 
the organizations disclosed 
as recipients of CIA funds. 

Some of the organizations 
they supported, he said, 
could "better be supported 
by the government, openly". 

REFERRING to the Chan-
neling of CIA funds to the 
National Student Associa-
tion, McCarthy said, "I'm 
not much for children's cru-
sades. I'm not sure they 
should have been concerned 
with student activity 
abroad." 

NSA, he continued, can 
handle Its own problems. He 
recalled the  association 
fought communism without 
any help from the CIA in 
earlier years and "they 
would have done well at in-
ternational youth meetings 
without any help from the 
CIA." 

The senator said he thinks 
the CIA is more responsive  

to Congress and its commit-
tees under the leadership of 
CIA Director Richard 
Helms, than it used to be, 
and he doesn't see any prob-
lem in the president rela-
tions between the agency 
and the Senate Foreign Re-
lations Committee.
