State Department offiée jn Mi-
ami said the pilot of the air-
craft was believed to be a na-
tive-born American named
Charles Oiveres. The aircraft,
owned by Tony Marguia, took
off from the Key West Air
Center, Taylor said.

Taylor said the State De-
partment i Washingion had
contacted the Swiss embassy
in Havana to seek release of
the pilot. The Swiss staff has
handled Ameriean affairs in
Cuba since this nation severed
relations with the Fidel Castro
‘government. =
