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MIAMI, Fla. (API — Sixteen 

militant Cuban exile organiza-
tions closed a seven-day confer-
ence in Miami Friday at which 
they advocated continuous 
armed commando attacks by 
sea, air and land against Cuba 
to topple the Fidel Castro re-
gime. 

A news release from the or-
ganization said the attacks 
would be coupled with infiltra-
tion and sabotage on the island 
as the most favorable revolu-
tionary strategy to encourage 
internal conspiracy and psycho-
logical conditions that would 
eventually bring about Castro's 
downfall. 

The Cuban groups formed a 
central command of Cuban 
democratic revolutionary organ-
izations, with one member from 
each of the participating groups. 
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
