He entered FBI
serviee in 1942, working in a
number of cities, including
New Haven, Conn., New York
and Chicago.

He leaves his widow, Betty,
and two sons, Robert Right-
myer Jr. of San Antonio and
Ju?eph Rightmyer of Kings-
ville.
