A Federal district judge in 

Manhattan declared yesterday 
that the Federal Bureau of ln- 
vestigetion 	had 	provided 
"ialee" information regarding a 
"crucial" aspect of a major 
lawsuit by the Socialist Work-
ers Party against the F.B.L and 
other Government agencies. . 

At a court hearing, Judge 
Iyheraas P.. Griesa cited a writ; 
ten responei by the bureau to 
questions submitted by the So-
cialist Workers about party 
documents that informers had 
obtained. 

The bureau said in Its re-
sponse to the party's questions 
two months ago that one of ets 
informers had obtained materi-
al about the Socialist Workers 
that was available to the 
party's members and wag dia• 
tributed to the public. 

But the F.B.I. answers felled 
to disclose that the informer, 
who was later identified as 
111/19.0ei rikeqestrie. had ob-
