While I do not anticipate that my word will not be,tpken on this it will be con- 

formed by Dr. David Wrone. He will leave Wednesday for Austin, Texas for work in the 

LRJ Library but his wife will know how to reach him. His phone is 715/344-8148. Mrs. 

Elaine Wrone is a social worker and may not be home daytime. 

Dr. Wrone was visitng us for the award of hon?rary doctorates. I did not get the 

US News condensation of the book and do not intend to read it. But after reading it 

Dr. Wrone bought two copies of the book. he knew I was awaiting the one Posner had prom- 

ised me. He told me that from what he had read it had to be about the most dishonest and 

not infrewl infrequently inaccurate book on the subject. When I spot checked on the index, 

his references to me alone, I found Dr. Wrone's opinion justified enough to start reading 

and annotating the book. That more than confirmed his judgement after he had read onlY 

two chapters of it. I plan to continue reading it and xeroxing the more important pages 

I've annotated for rapid use later. I have already xeroxed some of what proves my above 

allegations of intended dishonesty. There also is abundant indication of unofficial of- 

ficial help with the book, particolArly by the CIA.
