“Oswald was exactly what he
said he was when he was ar-
rested — a patsy,” Holt says.

to suffer and live with a lie.

“I know Harrelson was part of
the assassination team. I met
him that morning in Dallas to
give him one of the handguns I
was carrying, and his fake Se-
cret Service badge.

“He introduced himself to me
by his real name” But Holt
claims he didn’t know JFK was
a target when he arrived in Dal-
las. He thought “an incident” was
being manufactured to turn the
public against Communist Cuba.

And once he heard the shots in
Dealey Plaza, Holt says he fol-
lowed orders and ran to the box-
car, where he hooked up with
Harrelson and Rogers. When
they were nabbed by cops, they
ciaimed to be federal agents.

Holt says their act was so
convincing, they were re-

leased without being ques-
tioned by the FBI. Holt says he
fled Dallas in a private plane.

Then he kept his mouth shut
— until he met Houston pri-
vate investigators Phil Rogers
and John Craig. Craig stum-
bled across him while tracking
Charles Rogers, who's wanted
for his parents’ murder.

Silenced parents

“We believe he killed his par-
ents to silence them,” says
Craig. “He butchered them and
then he disappeared.”

Now, only Harrelson’s father
is behind bars. He’s serving a
life sentence in federal prison in
Marion, 11, for the contract mur-
der of U.S. Judge John Wood.
And while waiting to be tried for
Wood’s assassination, Harrel-

son admitted he shot JFK. Then
he changed his story.

But a witness at his trial tes-
tified that Harrelson revealed he
was the legendary gunman on
the grassy knoll who killed Ken-
nedy in Dallas’ Dealey Plaza.
And Holt confirms the story.
