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Mover Declines 
Speech to Police 

WASHINGTON — (AP) 
— A federally-funded con-
ference on police problems 
opened today without the 
presence of FBI director J. 
Edgar Hoover. 

The Justice Departmeht, 
which put $52,154 into the 
two-day conference and of 
which the FBI is a part, 
confirmed that Hoover de-
clined an invitation to de-
liver the main address. 

A Justice spokesman, 
however, refused to com-
ment on reports that Hoo-
ver declined an invitation 
from Attorney General 
John Mitchell, who will 
take Hoover's place at the 
conference, because of 
Hoover's dislike for two of 
the other participants. 

Justice spokesman John 
Hushen, w h o confirmed 
Hoover turned down the in-
vitation from Mitchell, 
said, "You'll have to get 
the reasons from the FBI." 
-We don't give out rea-

sons," said a spokesman 
for Hoover. 

Hoover is known to dis-
like Quinn Tamm, execu-
tive director of the Interna-
tional Association of Chiefs 
of Police, and Patrick Mur-
phy, police commissioner 
of New York. 

Both Tamm, whose or-
ganization is cosponsoring 
the conference with the 
Justice Department, and 
Murphy are playing major 
roles in sessions today and 
tomorrow. 
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
