These facts permitted Specter to extend the moment of Ken​nedy's injury from frame 2225 back to frame 2210. Specter also decided that Governor Connally's reaction to being wounded becomes evident in frame 2238. He then calculated the time span between their woundings. Since Kennedy was hit no ear​lier than frame 2210 and Connally no later than frame 2238, the maximum possible time for the two shots was 238 minus 210, or 28 Zapruder frames. Since each frame of the film lasted 1/18 of a second, the time was 28/18ths or 1.556 seconds. The table below lists the appropriate data.
