NEW YORK — Jacqueline 
Kennedy Onassis will be bur-
ied today beside her husband 
at Arlington National Ceme-
tery in Virginia. 

Privacy is the watchword 
for today's events, just as it 
was for the life of the former 
first lady, 64, who died Thurs-
day in New York of cancer 
► Her children, John and 

Caroline, will speak at a ser-
vice this morning in Si Igna-
tius of Loyola Roman Catholic 
Church in New York, where 
Onassis was christened. 

Sen. Edward Kennedy will 
give the eulogy. 
► Only family and friends 

will be present for this after-
noon's burial at Arlington; 
President Clinton will speak. 

Hillary Rodham Clinton 
will fly from New York on a 
chartered plane with the fam-
ily, which refused use of a 
military craft to transport the 
body to Virginia. 

A wake was held Sunday in 
Onassis' apartment, surround-
ed by media and onlookers. 

Earlier, John Jr. sought a 
brief escape, roller-skating 
with actress Daryl Hannah 
past the church where his 
mother's funeral will be held. 

Onlookers have left flowers 
and notes to remember the 
former first lady.
