~ 2. DBy memorandum enlitled "Threal to CIA by Some
Black Power Elements, " dated 11 December 1967, I advised you of
the results of inquiries with the Federal Durcau of Inve stigalion and
the review of exisling matlerials in the Office of Securily concerning
“militant "Black Power" organizations and parsonalities. I specifi-
cally noted these groups and-personalitics which have cxpressed
hostility against this Agency and its operations.

3. Since that time additional significant information has
been received which rellecls increased aclivity nn the part of the
militants, coupled with thrrats for what they have termed "The Bloody
Summer." Although the ranks of the axtremists are still proportion-
ately small, their threats of violence must be given grealer weight
than might normally be altributed to their siall percentage of the U.S.
Negro population. A review of these receat developments is attached
for your infermmation, ;
