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The district attorney's . of-
fice today withdrew its sub-
pena for Dr. J. D. Grey, pres-
ident of the  Metropolitan
Crime Commission, saying
Dr. Grey has publicly an-
swered the questions DA’s
aides wanted to ask him.

A federal court yesterday
issued a temporary -restrain-
ing order against enforcement
of the subpena on Dr. Grey,
pastor of First Baptist
Church. The minister said he
would seek a permanent in-
junction, but. Assistant DA
Charles Ray Ward today said
the subpena is being with-
drawn.

“IT IS no longer necessary
for him to answer questions
under oath because . . . he
has been forced to admif pub-
licly what we knew he would
have to admit under oath—
that in spite of his denjals he

had visited three justices of

the (Louisiana)  Supreme
Courf while a case in which
he was vitally interested was
pending before that court,”
Ward said.

The office of District At-

torney Jim © Garrison had '_

charged that Dr. Grey con-
tacted the high court justices
while they were considering

a contempt citation against

Aaron M. Kohn, managing
director of the MCC. The
court subsequently cleared

Kohn of = the contempt;

charges.
