. Manchester had written that 

Clifton, after the assassination 
in Dallas, first called the White 
House and asked that Mrs. Clif-
ton and Mrs. Kenneth O'Don-
nell be informed their husbands 
were safe, rather than immedi-
ately handling the military situ-
ation involved. 
- Thomas said Clifton, a long-, 
time friend, told him that the 
story was incorrect—that Clif-
ton had made an earlier phone 
call to the White House which 
dealt with military and security 
aspects of the assassination.

Said Thomas: "When I 
learned that he (Clifton) had 
done his job, I believed him. So 
we changed it."
