My system has beea to sead him the completed drafts of
my manuscript chapters aad ask him to poiat out the errors
in them. He has doae this, I fiad Jack to be very tough=-
minded, very objective, He doesn't kid around. He's
straight-forward. He has helped me :.a lot.

Again, thansk you for therfletter. I would be glad to
have any comment yo1 want to make oa Judge Murray's decision.
