Dear  er, Reloads, 

This is in response to your letter dated October 3, which 
sees it ie in reply to 

my letter of August 30, 1e72. 

I had hoped that at some point we might get past your 
writing of deceptive, miamleaddig, 

self-serving and incomplete letters clearly intended f
or themaking of a false record and 

requiring of ma long and detailed responses to prevent
 the making of a corrupted record. 

Apparently you and those who draft your letters intend
 to continue a policy of political 

control over public information then to be selectively
 released for propagandistic rather 

than scholarly purposes. This is the policy an abundan
t record shows to be the reikity. 

It has been pursued with such intensity that the delib
erate deceiving of the federal courts 

has been an intended and accomplish purpose. 

As you realise, I must appeal this frivolity. You
 also know that prior to answering 

me suoh letters are routed through the offioe of GSA g
eneral counsel, as accidents by 

your staff have disclosed to me. And you must know th
at in time these natters willoome to 

the desks of Mr. Vawter and ler. Johnson. Mr. Vawter ha
s disclosed to me absolutely'Aa, 

knowledge of your regulations or the law, so he
 automatically becomes the captive of those 

in OSA and Arohives who write such deceptions, that
 which is before him when he makes 

decisions assigned to his but for which he ie not adeq
uately prepared, a situation that 

I believe in itself establishes intent to frustrate th
e workings of the law. dr. Vawter 

has actually bogged me to clutter the courts with unne
cessary lawsuits rather than have 

these things come to him in the regular course of his 
assigned duties. 3o, if you persist 

in oontempt for the law, your regulations and what by 
now is a rather impressive number 

of court decisions and rulings by other agencies, perh
aps an appeal to you on behalf of 

poor Mr. Vawter may inspire you to more fidelity to fa
ct and complete fact than your 

letter can possibly indicate to him or hr. eohnsone
  who is supposed to review £r. Vawter's 

decisions automatically, whether or not he does. 

If you do not, you will leave me no alternative but to
 make thin record myself. I em 

not looking for debating points. I do not seek a lengt
hy record of dishonestly by official- 

. doe in the. 'expectation that it might Impress a judg
e. I seek public information udder ths,ee  

law with a minimum of unnecessary impedimenta placed in 
may path, a sereletem of trouble ece'Tee 

the government, and no unnecessary resort to the court
s. 

Therefore, I ask that you rewrite your letter and make
 it an honest reflection of my 

requests for this so-called memorandum of transfer and your responses, written and verbal 

(you may remember disci:seine  thin with me in Judge Nallee
k's court, as Mr. 'Johnson also 

did after the Secret Service, the agency of paramount 
interest, released it to me). All of 

the request. and all the responses should be vet forth
. I realize this puts you in the 

position of repreenting yourself as not responding, re
sponeing with a number of varying 

reasons as the expediencies of the moment seemed to mo
tivate, even inconsistent changes 

14 the alleged reasons, But that is the record you ma
de and I cant permit any dishonest 

single letter to wipe all of that out. Nor should Mr. 
Vawter and 'r. Johnson be denied this 

information, not should it become necessary, a federal
 judge. 

I would aek_you in that mew letter to set forth the number of different copies of this 

mono of transfer in question, when it came into the posse
ssion of the Archives in each Oak* 

and how and for what purposes, the uses already made an
d permitted to be aerie of it by the 

government (for a number of federal court decisions wa
ke this alone quite relevant) with 

the names of all those who have been granted access to it 
and who are not government employees 

but in actuality are literary competitors of mine, tog
ether with a copy of the covering 

letter with which the :secret Service copy was given to
 you for delivery to me. I think 

under the circumstances and with the precedent you hav
e already establiehed by Living me 

such covering letters, you should also provide me with
 a copy. Together with this, I believe 

the Office of General eouneel should provide legal aut
hority for a released receipt for the 

transfer of government property to be classified as a 
personal medical record. And I do 

believe there should be attached if not copies, then a
ppropriate and complete excerpts from 
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oontroUlee decisions which say that =creme use io mace of records that might otherwise 
be exempt under the law the etemptions have been waived by the Government and such records 
cannot be withheld from me. 

Your letter refers to the "desire" pc hr. Burke Marshall. Congress has made that 
irrelevant, as has government use. But since you invoke this alleged personal desire, 
which in my view cannot properly control ammo to public information or government records, 
I W* you should make fUll and omplete referent:* to what hr. Earehall has written. He 
was written me letters of which you have copies saying he leaves all such things up to you. 
Aleo, this mew of transfer is epocifically excluded from the USA,family contract, which 
was entered into more than a year after the first oopy of the mem of transfer was placed 
in the ArehivesaurthermOre, it is not a whim by hr. Maraball but a fact that the Secret 
Service copy of this meiPwaeiplaced in the Archives under this contract, the deceptive 
import pf your second paregrpgat was given po you to be given to ma, pursuant to a confer-
ence I had with the proper execative° of the :least eervioe, and your LT. .harion .'ohnson 
personally confirmed to me that you had intercepted it with the intent of frustrating my 
access to it. Bow I think a full record requires inclusion of all these things and the 
authority for them, inoluding your own regulations that make aooenn to public information 
subject.: to your whim or that of any other, Object to the desires of those not agents-. of 
the government, and on any kind of selective basis. You have already permitted a numberoi 
people to write in, the public prol* about this record, yet you presume to have legal e .. 
sanetion for - preveneqng me to write about it what I want to write, not what you want — 
to be written. The record should include its use in an official government report that was 
than introduced into evidence in a °curt eroceeding.  

You should further correct your second paragreah, which states falsely that yoliteve 
not permitted "public inspection".' At least five and I think more members of the general 
public have been permitted this "inspection". Here I think both kir. Vawter and I are entitled 
to a citation of the authority that permits you to permit Mr. Marshall to control the 
Seoret Service copy of this mono of transferee under any conditions and expressly after 
BOW have been granted aoceas.
