One of the awards went 
to Dr. Pearl Chase for her 
service to historic preserva-
tion and ecological planning 
in Santa Barbara and through-
out California. 

Dr. Chase, who was grad-
uated from the University of 
Southern California — Mrs. 
Nixon's alma mater—in 1909, 
praised the President's wife. 

Tears came to Mrs. Nix-
on's eyes when Dr. Chase 
said: The people of Califor-
nia are very proud of this 
lady. I want to saylads lady's 
courage manners and de-
lightful feeling of friendship 
wherever she goes is a great 
asset to this country." 

The crowd rose and ap-
plauded.
