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KANSAS CITY, Mo., July 9 
—President Nixon said today 
that America is entering "a 
new era" of peace at home as 
he presided at the swearing-in 
of Clarence M. Kelley, the 
new director of the FBI. 

Stopping in Kansas City in 
the middle of the day on his 
way to Washington after 16 
days in California, Mr. Nixon 
said that his administration  

achieving peace abroad and in 
the cities and on the campuses 
of this country. 

A crowd of about gig04er- 
sons cheered the Pr 	as 
he spoke in the square in 
front of the Federal Building. 
Between 50 and 100 demon-
strators at the back of the 
crowd carried "Impeach 
Nixon" and other such signs 
and shouted "Nixon must go." 

When the President as- 

serted that the incidence of 
erime is decreasing in this 
country, a demonstrator 
shouted in an obvious refer-
ence to Watergate: "What 
about White House Crime?" 

But the crowd, small for 
[such an occasion, was ove 
whelmingly friendly. It fr 
quently interrupted the Pres 
dent's brief remarks with a 
plause. 

After taking the oath, Kel 
ley promised to "serve only  

justice and to avoid any other 

force or influence which hurts 
the cause of justice." 

Pledging fair and equitable 

enforcement of the law, he 
also said that every citizen, re-
gardless of his position 
"should be accorded the full 
rights guaranteed him, but 
more than that the dignities 
and courtesies owed free and 
proud people." 
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Kelley said that too often 
"we have seen where law en-
forcement has been degraded 
by shoddy performance." He 
promised to always keep in 
mind that "we are the serv-
ants of the law and not its 
masters." 

He pledged to use 
"discipline where needed and 
at the same time feed the fires 
of enthusiasm which have al-
ways been the hallmark of the 
FBI." 

Among the signs carried by  

the demonstrators were: 
"Impeach With Honor," "Good 
Luck Chief, Washington 
Needs an Honest Man," and 
"Mr. Kelley, Nixon's The 
One." 

The President said that Kel-
ley's 21 years in the FBI and 
12 years as Kansas City police 
chief ' made him the ideal 
choice to succeed the late J. 
Edgar Hoover. 

"The best law enforcement 
agency in the world . . • de-
serves the best law enforce-
ment officer hi the world as 
its director," Mr. Nixon said. 

Calling Kelley "a man of 
enormous personal strength 
and character," the President 
said that "a man who has been 
good for Kansas City will be 
very ,good for America." 

The President's main theme 
was that under his guidance 
America has made notable 
progress toward achieving 
peace at home and abroad, 

The progress made abroad 
"sometime may obscure the 
progress we have made in try-
ing to match that to the re-
cord of moving toward peace 
at home," Mr. Nixon said. - 

The President boasted that 
"this last academic year was 
the first one in eight years, 
that we did not have destruc-
tion and violence" on college 
and university campuses.
