resident Nixon may not reportedly has been irri- 
go to Florida by train after 
all, the White House hinted 
yesterday as it told news-
men to make their own ar-
rangements if they want to 
cover the President while he 
is away. 

Deputy press secretary 
Gerald L. Warren said the 
President wants to go to 
Florida the day after Christ-
mas for a week or ten days 
but has made no definite de-
cision. 

Mr. Nixon has considered 
a number of things in con-
nection with the travel, prob-
lem, Warren said. Earlier, 
Warren had said the Presi-
dent considered going by 
train to save fuel. 

Asked if Mr. Nixon, who  

tated by news reports on

plane, Warren said, "He Oon 
curs in it."   

"We feel it would • be 
wrong to ask the airlineS to • 
use fuel for a special char-
ter flight," Warren said.

charier plane to accompany • 
the President on all his trav-
els. The cost of the charter 
is borne by the newspapers, 
magazines and • televipion 
networks which assign' re-
porters to follow the. Presi-
dent.
