Therefore, said 
Kiernan, any effort to link "a 
donation of lawn maintenance 
and materials with a retail 

value of $2,672 to the settle-
ment of an (ITT) antitrust 
case is not only competely 
wrong but ludicrous." 

Kiernan said Anderson was 
aware of these facts before 
writing his column.
