L. Warren ' said Mr. Nixon 
would be working on recom-
mendations received from his 
Cabinet - level, Energy Emer-
gency Action Group on ways 
'to deal with the growing fuel 
I shortages. 

Mr. Nixon also will be kept 
advised of foreign policy de-
velopments over the weekend, 
Warren said. 

While a heavy morning fog 
shrouded Camp David, t he 
President remained in Wash-
ington in the morning, meet-
ing in his Oval Office with 
Secretary of State Henry A. 
Kissinger for a half hour, go-
ing over Middle East and  

other foreign policy matters. 
and conferring with his chief 
of staff, Alexander M. Haig 
Jr., and press secretary Ron-
ald L. Ziegler.

York Wednesday night.
