PSE analysis of clinic patients as adjunct to 
psychiatric diagnosis and therapy. 

With PSE stress analysis of laryngectomy patients, 
studies showing existence of micro-tremor ineso-
phageal vocalization, with expected suppression 
under stress. Also adjunct to hypnosis therapy. 

Studies involving: (1) amnesiacs, and (2) effects 
of family interaction on psychiatric patients. 

Pilot studies of situational stress of: (1) air 
traffic controllers, and (2) radio communications 
of pilots before fatal crashes. Reports available 
from Dektor. 

Study validating psychological tests developed to 
assess fear of heights,. integrity, and attitude 
toward narcotics. Greater correlation in 48 sub-
ject study than with instrumentation used to develop the tests. 
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PSE analysis as adjunct to psychiatric diagnosis 
and therapy; also in studies of hypnosis therapy. 
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In progress for Research Foundation of New York, 
studies on: (1) speaker anxiety, (2) non-fluency, 
and (3) deception in attitude tests. 

Study, "Transfer of Stress Through Verbal and 
Written Communication" using word association as 
basis of PSE stress analysis to validate psycho-
logical hypothesis in field of speaker communica-
tion. 

Pilot study with psychiatric patients, indicating 
value of PSE analysis in speed and accuracy of 
diagnosis. Study report available from Dektor. 
Replication in progress. 

Under National Science Foundation grant, research 
to differentiate between required role-stress and 
stage-stress. 

Program of research exploring PSE, as a measure of 
conditioned fear in a classical conditioning context, 
as a correlate of standard techniques in stimulus -
specific anxiety in extra-experimental conditioning, 
and as a tool in the psychotherapeutic context. 

Pilot studies to determine usefulness of PSE analysis 
in the area of repressed emotional reaction and 
trauma, suicidal inclinations, transferance and 
counter-transferance. 

Pilot studies to determine usefulness of PSE in 
assessing patient anxiety and effectiveness of 
nursing reassurance methods. 
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Studies to validate thematic apperception test for 
communication anxiety, attitude change theory, and 
attitude saliency.
