George O'Toole, autboc of 
a new book and the subject;

O'Toole. who charged that-

But he said he reached the 
"inescapable" conclusion 
that at least cane of the 

people who framed Lee Har- 

vey Oswald were members 
of the Dallas police." 

"President Kennedy was 
killedy a conspiracy," said 
O'Toole, former chief of the 
CIA  Problem Analysis 
Branch. "The man who paid 
with his life for that crime 
in the basement of the Dal-
las City Hall was innocent." 

The psychological stress 
evaluator used by O'Toole in 
putting together his theory 
indicates when stress i  Is 
present in the human voice, 
Stress, he said, is an indica-
tion the speaker is lying. 

There was no stress in his 
voice, he said, when Oswald 
answered "no" to the impor-
tant question -- did he shoot 
anyone.
