Ty this sgent he gave & clesn, unrumpled leesflet given him by
John B. Alice (Ah-lee' say). e saved the wrinkled one he hsd esrlier
crumpled snd thrown in Ugwald's face lend later retrieved from the gutter) for
himself. t is this one of which he gave me 8 CODY.

He is positive he did not give the leaflet to deBrueys btecsuse he
is confident deBrueys wss not the first sgent to see him (thet wss later). I
gace him coples of the FEI reports. de also.. knoew dePrusys well.

After Lhe assassinstion, on 11/22/65, when reminded of this incident
by Bill Mertin, l=ter on Car ison's staf”, Core phoned the FEI to remind them
of the 8/16/63 incident. "The acted like they couldn't csre less", he says.
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
