If there is no doubt that Schloss-man was aware and respansible, again there is a possible simple explanation: he was just afraid to assert himself with a runaway moderator of obvious projudice and an open mike. (I sum would like to know more about her because it rs so atypical for programa that like something hot and particularly for the freewheeling and usually irresponsibly sensational Pacifica. 
The feeling of outrage persistond and kept me from falling asleep until after an hour or more abed I decided to take a valium. Fortunately, I still had a few and in time it worked. I selpt through the rent of the night, got a little over four hours sleep anal' made the day, albeit a little wearily. I cut the therapy to two hours and I guess that did not increase the weariness.
