In PEACE NOW Series 

The Post investigation of the PEACE NOW Movement, pub- 

lished in a series of articles this week, disclosed: 
I. PEACE NOW, set up last August to promote a negotiated peace, is trying to revive the former America First Committee under a new name. 

2. Its officials have sought the leadership of Gen. Robert E. Wood, national chairman of America First, and of Col. Charles A. Lindbergh, most renowned of all America Firsters. 
3. PEACE NOW seeks to re-cruit key America Firsters in every state to set up local units. It sent a field representative on a tour of key cities last fall to promote this end. 
4. Officials of the group have been in frequent contact with Sens. Wheeler and Nye, Congres-sional isolationists, and received their private advice on policy. 5. PEACE NOW ranks are open to ex-Bundists, Coughlinites, anti-Semites and German sympa-thizers. It has expressed willing-ness to accept the help of "an old Bundist sympathizer or Coughlin-ite," of a man who was indicted by a Federal Grand Jury on a charge of sedition, and of a Ger-man political prisoner on Ellis Island. 

6. PEACE NOW follows the America First pattern of seek- ing political influence through socially prominent Washington women, and it has gained work-ers among Federal employees. (The fifth and last article of a series ort -PEACE NOW.) 
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
