attribute thin to bin. 

None of the mature, educated and sophisticated people who knew him portray 

him as you picked uj from the Commission'sleeopaaenda and All who did described 

him in the opposite manner. Thies is what Sehloesmen asked ma to prepare late the 

night before the broadcast.
