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'Te-r  ntative 
Sirhan Juror 
Is Selected 

LOS ANGELES (AP)—One 
tentative juror in the Sirhan 
Bishara Sirhan murder trial 
was dismissed today and an-
other was tentatively accept-
ed as prosecution and defense 
continued jury selection legal 
maneuvers. 

Mrs. Rosa A. Molina, a 
nurse and the first tentative 
juror seated, was excused as 
the prosecution used a per-
emptory challenge. 

Mrs. Wilma Boone, an elec- 
tronic assembler at Hughes 
Aircraft Corp., was tentative-
ly seated. 
The use of pereniptory chal- 

lenges was started unexpectedly 
yesterday, the day on which it 
had been indicated a tentative 
jury would be accepted. 

Sirhan is accused of fatally 
shooting Sen. Robert F. Kenne-
dy last June. 

Baths sides had hinted earlier 
they might waive the 20 chal-
lenges allowed them to remove 
a prospective juror without cit-
ing a reason. However, as the 
trial entered its third week yes-
terday, each side used one such 
challenge. 

The prosecution last Friday 
accepted a tenative panel of ju-
rors "as now constituted." 
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
