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On 8-2-73, HARVEY GIPSON o1 the firm of GIPSON &
TUCKER,.Attorncys at Law, appeared at tne Memphis Office and
advised as follows:

Hiis office is Suite 1104 of the Exchange Bujlding,
Memphis 38103.

Hic has been retained by CHARLES STEPHENS in sceking
tne reward offered at the time ot the slaying of Dr. MARTIN
LUTHER KING. This reward, whach varies bctween $100,000 and
$192,000 was offered by the "Press—Spimitnr,“ Downtown Association,
and about 12 other groups, for information leading to the arrest
and conviction ot the assasin or assasins ot Dr. MARTIN LUTHER
KING.

On the day RAY was convicted, GIPSON filed a civil
action before Chancecllor (FNU) ROND of the Chancery Court,
seeking tne reward in behalt of STEPHENS. '

GIPSON has obtainced copies ot records of the Police
investigation and statements furnished to the Attorney General's
office. The latter were obtained from AG PHIL CANALE.

GIPSON states he is awarc tnat therc are several
signed statements in the possession ot the FBI furnished by
STEPHENS in conncction with the investigation. He desircs copies
o1 tnese statements. lic stated he desires tne statements fumished
to him voluntarily as he knows he can get them, i1 necessary,
_through court proccecdings.

The exitence of any statements by STEPHENS was not

admitted to and he was adviscd this matter would be discussed with
the Special Agent {n Charge and he would be notified accordingly.
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
