Gathering momentum in its 
third week of release, "Hook" 
earned $15.2 million at the na-
tion's movie theaters to land atop 
the box-office charts again. 

The Steven Spielberg-directed 
pirate epic improved 58 percent 
from a week ago and has earned 
$57.3 million to date, according to 
figures released Monday by Exhi-
bitor Relations Co. Inc. The film 
has been the nation's most popu-
lar every weekend since its release 
Dec. 11. 

Overall business was robust fol-
lowing the Christmas holiday. 

In second place was the animat-
ed fairy tale "Beauty and the 
Beast" on collections of $10.7 mil-
lion. It was followed by the Steve 
Martin comedy "Father of the 
Bride," which grossed $10.5 mil-
lion. 

The Prince of Tides," Barbra 
Streisand's sentimental adaptation 
of Pat Conroy's novel about love 
and loss, made its premiere in 
fourth place. Playing on 1,405 
screens - 800 less than "Hook" 
- the drama reported ticket sales 
of $10 million.
