NO STONE UNQUOTED: Film-
maker Oliver Stone, battling en-
croaching irrelevance, is trying to 
drum up business for his movie 
about the al-
leged conspir-
acy behind the 
assassination 
of John F. 
Kennedy with 
a little para-
noia of his 
own. With 
"JFK," which 
opens Dec. 20, 
"I'm fighting 
the battle of my life," he told Texas Monthly. "There's a thou-
sand and one vultures out there, 
crouched on their rocks, saying, 
'Ah, here comes Stone.' I'm such a 
target in a way, because I've at-
tacked big things. And now I've 
got not only the usual Hollywood 
vultures on my tail ..." Omi-
nously, he didn't finish the sen-
tence. Stone is under fire because 
'JFK' is based partly on a 1988 
book, "On the Trail of the Assas-
sins" by former New Orleans dis-
trict attorney Jim Garrison 
(played by drawling Kevin Cost-
ner) who became obsessed with 
proving his theory of a CIA con-
spiracy. Stone said he's portray-
ing history. We don't come out 
with a strong who and how. What 
we come out with is a why. And I 
think we get very close to the 
truth of what really happened." 

wasn't available for comment, but 
he told Vanity Fair the stories 
around "Robin Hood" "were off 
the wall."
