Before you get there you will see a Holiday Inn off the wrong side of the road. You
want to go there, ‘Msumloo;ﬂ.ngundarthrudmhsvejnathrt.utha
Inn you can make a right turn after stop on a red light. That is Baughman's Lane. Rurn
right into 1%, go past the Soliday Imm a little more than g halfemile to Shockstown Road.
This is marked by a four-way stop. Turn left about two miles. When you startgoing up the
mountain you will want the first road to the right, about 4=5 city blocks after you start
to olimb, It is 01d Receiver Read. Turn right on it for .3 miles and we are in the woods
on the right.
