If I do not have a Birmingham, charges file, or one meaning this, please start one. 

In reviewing the aonropriate sections remember that filing is not chronological and 

that it may be necessary to skim toward the front of the sections. There is a greater 

likelihood that field office files are closer to chronological in order.
