He is the -author of Os-
wald in New Orleans and the
Whitewash series. In the in-
troduction to the book Os-
wald in New Orleans, New
Orleans District Attorney
Jim Garrison stated, “The
question now is whether we
have the courage to come
face to face with ourselves
and admit that something is
wrong, whether we have the
will to insist on an end to
deception and concealment
with regard to the execution
of John Kennedy, or wheth-
er we will “let "the official
fairy tale be told and re-old
until the truth itself fades
into-a vagrant rumor and fi-
mally dies forever.”

Weisberg will speak as a
part of the program of the
Experimental College at San
Diego  State, a student con-
ceived and organized extra-
curricular program which

sponsors classes in a num-|

ber of non-academic subjects.
Weisberg is being brought'to
San Diego by the Assassina-
tion Inquiry Committee.
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
