A Heritage Of Stone is a curious document. 

Although fairly well written, it repeats critiques against the 
"Pentagonized" State and the Vietnam involvement derivitative 
of academic studies. 

Such books as The Warfare State, A History of the Cold War, 
To Move A Nation, etc. are cited in the text. 

Not cited except in "The Notes" are the names of yourself and 
Clay Shaw, as well as other critics- Meagher, Epstein, Lifton, 
Thompson, Sprague, Marcus----. 

Evidently, Vincent Salandria and Ralph Schoenman were the 
guiding hands and received "Acknowledgement" as did Mort Sahl.
