Alberto also told me Butler was in New Orleans about the 
end of February. 

I think Alberto told me Patrick is writing a book. 

He did tell me Dick Billings is especting.  to spend three 
or four months here. Almost immediately I bumped into Billings 
in your anti=room. His face seemed.po different I didntt recognize 
him. Possibly he was embarrassed. When I said I'd heard he planned 
to be here three or four months and was looking for a house he 
got a little flustered andusaid it was to be only two and he reall y 
wanted only an apartment. 'e also wanted to know how I knew. I 
told him.
