Weisburg explained that these
geese were the last of his flocks
and he is giving them to the zoo
because he has recently moved
from his farm in Hyattstown to
near Shookstown.

Alfred C. Denn, squadron com-
mander for the CAP, gaid that
‘he local group will fly the geese
to Baltimore as soon as arrange-
ments can be made with the
:Maryland wing of the CAP to
obtain a suitable pirplane.

Weisburg said that he has
raised the geese since they were
hatched and that they are au-
thentic wild geese.

““You must have a license un-
der federal and state law in or-
der to handle these geese,” he
said. .

The geese have been pinioned
and, according the Weisburg,
will probably become part of the
, Baltimore Children’s Zoo.
