Another GOP leader, Gov. 

George Romney of Michigan, 
said the Government was the 
"biggest inflationary force" in 
America today and that the 
Administration was headed to-
ward a totally controlled econ-
omy in its efforts to stave off 
inflation. 

Farmer Rep. Robert Taft Jr. 
of Ohio, accused the Johnson 
Administration of moving too 
slowly in assuring all Ameri-
cans the right to vote.
