Weisberg said the FBI kaew that a
shot fired in the assassmatr}m hit the
curbstone and left a small, bvut visible,
olein it.

A bystander, James Tag y of Dallas,

‘received a minor injury from either a

bullet fragment or a pxece m‘ the curb—
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stone, he sald
“The FBI pretended and still pre-

‘tends that no shot missed (Kennedy or

Connally) and that Tague ‘was never .
found,” Weisberg said.

Weisberg, 68, also disputed the FBI
theory that a bullet caused two slits in
the collar band of Kennedy's shirt and a
nick at the knot of his tie. He said the

‘'slits were made when nurses at Parkland

Hospital were cutting :he president’s
clothes off him in the emergency room.

Weisberg also said I:allas FBI agents
failed to tell superiors in Washington
that one Dallas motorcycle police officer,
D.L. Jackson, actually had seen Connally
hit by a separate bullet.

Although the FBI interviewed Jack-

.son in 1975, it did not get a copy of a re-

port he wrote at home the night of the
assassination, Weisberg said. ’
Although the Warren Report con-
cluded only three shots were fired at
Kennedy from the 6th-floor window of

:the Texas School Book Depository, Weis-

berg said at least four shots were fired.
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
