Today, Pravda readers
learned that there was a
“scandal”—the word was at-
tributed to The Washington
Post—and that it involved an:
attempt to put a listening de-.
vice in the Democratic Party’s’
offices. |

But there was no hint in-

Pravda’s story that the White
House or even the Republican
Party was involved in this
“affair.”
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
