Mr. Ford told reporters, “The

Democratic leader Mike
Mansfield had told the Senate he
does not believe the fate of Angola
is essential to the security of the
United States. He said U.S. secret
involvement in the south African
nation strongly parallels the
commitments that led the United
States into the war in Vietnam.

But the President said “a
.great nation cannot escape its
responsibilities. Responsibilities
abandoned today will return as
more acute crises tomorrow.”

Mr. Ford asked: “How can
the United States, the greatest
power in the world, take the
position that the Soviet Union can
operate with impunity many thou-
sands of miles away with Cuban
. troops and massive amounts of
' military equipment, while we
refuse any assistance to the
majority of the local people who
ask only for military equipment to
defend themselves?”

But he disputed suggestions
in a newspaper report that the
Central Intelligence Agency he-
gan broad financial operations
inside the west African country
more than two months before the
first significant Soviet build-up.

“We reacted to what the
Soviets did,” Kissinger said.

He acknowledged that there
may be some “slight fluctuations”
in the administration’s account of

U.S. involvement in the Angolan
civil war.
