cy.

CIA Director William E.
Colby also has acknowl-
edged that Osborn’s office
infiltrated agents into Amer-
ican radical groups in an ef-
fort to gather information on
plannod demonstrations and
break-ins against agency fa-
cilities.

Former Commerce Secre-
tary John T. Connor tormpo-
carily  served as acting
chairman of the panel in
nlace of Vice President Nel-
son A. Rockefeller, who did
not arrive until the after-
noon.
