Moynihan Letter

Jan. 31, 1976
Dear Mr. President:

Today is the last of my

leave from the university. I
must resign now, or must
give up for good my profes-
sorship there and, in effect,
give up my profession -as
well. The effort to persuade
myself that this is a kind of

- personal fate that must be
accepted has not succeeded.
1 have spent almost five of
the past eight years in gov-
ernment, nine of the past 15,
13 of the past 19. It is time
to return to teaching and
such are the conditions of my
tenure that I return now or
not at all,

It has been, for me, a high
henor to serve as your Am-
bassador to India during the
latter part of my stay there,
and more recently as your
representative at the United
Nations. Indeed I was scarcely
back from the former post
before you asked me to take
up the new one. You have
been unfailing in your en-
couragement and support and
I have with the fullest com-
mitment sought to carry out
your general policies. and
yeur specific instructions. For
that opportunity I am per-
manently in your debt, even
if T must with a heavy and
still divided heart, now de-
part your service.
