Shaw, 54, is the retired |
managing director of the
New Orleans International
Trade Mart. He was a deco-
rated Army Major in World
War II.

A ruggedly handsome, sil-
ver-haired man, Shaw was
released after being finger-
printed and mugged. He re-
fused to talk to newsmen.

Garrison’s agents, armed

French Quarter home for
several hours.
