WINS said in a copyrighted broadcast today that Garrison
believes that "in the soul searching that followed the (Bay of Pigs)
invasion it was decided in the upper echelon of the CIA that the
Cuban communist régime could be brought down more easily by the
assassination of Fidel Castre.

WINS said Garrison's files on the “ennedy assassination
case began "some time after tﬁe abortive CIA-backed invasion® at
the Bay of fi%gs.

Today's broddcast said a ﬁIKS_reporter, Stan Brooks, caght
up with Garrison in New Orleans last night, Brooks said Garrisen
would not comment on the stery because, Garrisen said, "Every time
I open my mouth I'm accused of hgadline-hunting."

Brooks reported that he mentioned to Garrison thst
Garrison was up late working on the case, Garrisen repliéd, Brooks
said: "When the full story is knowy a lot of people won't be
sleeping nights, including the Ppesident of the Ynited States.”

Brooks sald he then talked with one of Garrisen's top
investigators about the WINS story and asked for comment. Brooks
said the invewrigator, who was not identified, replied: "Let's
say that most of the facts are right, at least 60 per cent of-thew."
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
