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Richard Cardinal Cushing as he told of plans yesferday

BOSTON, March 16—Rich-
ard Cardinal Cushing casual-
ly made known today his in-
tention of resigning as Arch-
bishop of Boston on his T5th
birthday, Aug. 24, 1970,

The remark was made dur-
ing a far-ranging news con-
ference called to announce a
$50-million fund drive for the
Roman Catholic Archdiocese.

The Cardinal’s off-hand re-
marks have periodically in-
volved him in controversy
over secular events. He has
suffered from a variety of
ailments, including cancer
and emphysema.

Today, looking fit despite
having hbeen -in Washington
yesterday to bless the new
grave of President Kennedy,
Cardinal Cushing talked at

considerable length ahout the
details of moving the coffins
of the President and of his
two small children who pre-
ceded him in death.

In" discussing the arch-
diocesan drive, Cardinal Cush-
said it would be his first ap-
peal, on a personal hasis, in
22 years as Archbishop. He
referred to his being ready
for retirement. Later, he
said:

“When I reach 75, I'm res

signing. I'm all through.

“I want to meet my re-.
sponsibilities for the pro-
grams I inaugurated when I .
became Archbishop of Bos-

ton, a position I never want-

ed, I don't want to leave my
successor with an overwhelm- |

ing debt.”
