STIRE ORDERED the move
because, he said, the use of
the room by 12 jurors plus a
continual flow of witnesses
would require an additional
fire escape. The attic-like third|
floor may be reached by a nar-
row stairwell, with one fire es-
cape on the outside of the build-
ing.

In addition, there is a locked
elevator which runs from the:
basement of the building di-
rectly fo the jury room, pass-
ing through Garrison’s private
office on the second floor.
