view former inmates of Siberi-
an prisons and had expected
to film Soviet prisons to show
how - the . prison system had
,changed in recent years, ac-
cording to. Mr. McAndrew.
“Without their [Novosti] co-
operation we can't do it,” Mr.
McAndrew said. He said that
the agency had previously co-
operatéd with N.B.C. crews in
supplying cameramen and
equipment, and in arranging in-
terviews and making traveling
plans.
According to a spokesman at
the Soviet Embassy in Wash-
ington, the agency is sponsored
by unions of writers andjo ur-
nalists in the Soviet Union. It
has a bureau in New York
with one reporter.
Novosti  cooperated  with
N.B.C. on two recent occasions.
The agency helped prepare
“Siberia; A Day  in Irkutsk,"
a one-hour documentary on
Siberian life, and “The Russian
Sports Revolution,” a documen-|;
tation of sports in the Soviet
Union. Both were shown last
year.
Russian Helped Network

The agency had no part in
'the program last night, entitled
“Khrushchev in Exile' — His
Opinions and:Revelations.” Mr.
McAndrew also said that Mr.
Bernstein took no part in the
program'’s preparation or in
getting the film/ out of the
Soviet Union. ./
