The trial, first to crow out of Garrison’s controversial probe,
appears to have little bearins on the district attorney’s assassina-
tion conspiracy case.

. Bpecifically, the rotund Anirews was convicted of lying when

he testified March 16 that he could not gay 1f -Shaw and Bertrand
were the same pergon, that the only way he might recognize ‘
Bertrand 1f he saw_him on the street would be by ‘‘instinct only, " ?,
that he 41d not tell his private investisator that Bertrand had
asked him‘to.regresent Oswald 1n Dallas.

The Jury acqulitted Andrews on two other counte—that he lied
when he told of his dealings with another figure in the Garrison
Probe~david W. Perrie—and when he sald Bertrand never offered
‘hdm a fee to represent Oswald. :

The name Bertrand entered. into the dinvestigation through
Andrews’ testlmony to the Warren Commission. He said 2 man he
‘Jmew as Bertrand telephoned him Nov. 23, 1963-the day after the
ggggasination—aﬁd agked him to go_to Dallas _and represent Oswald.

The Warren ngort ldentified Oswald as the lone assessine

Garrison contends Shaw, Oswald and the Farrie consrired here
in Beptember 1963 to k11l Kennedy.
