rule Sept. 18 on a defense
motion to' quash the indict-
ment against Shaw. - .
The defense witnesses sub- |
penaed today include mem-
bers of the outgoing Orleans
P?nsh Grand Jury; of the dis-
trict attorney’s office; of
Truth and - Consequences of
New Orleans Inc., the busi- -
nessmen bankrolling DA Jim
Garrison’s assassination -
px:obe, and of ‘the Criminal
District Court judges and oth-
ers. ' -

SHAW, A RETIRED New
Orleans businessman, was
arrested March 1 and accused -
by Garrison of participating
in a conspiracy to murder
Kennedy.

A three-judge panel ruled
there was- sufficient evidence .
to bind  Shaw over for trial
and the .grand jury returned
an indictment charging Shaw
with conspiracy.

Before the court now is a
motion to quash and a supple-
mental motion to quash. The
state today filed its answer to
the supplemental motion to
. quash. The document, filed by
" Assistant . DA James L. Al-
cock, referred the court back
to the answers filed to the
previous defense motion for a
bill of particulars.

‘Judge Haggerty said that
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at Shaw’s trial, passes will be
issued to local news media

entitling each to one repre-

sentative at a press table.
Newsmen from out of town
and other local representa-
tives will be seated in the
spectators’ area.

Sheriff’s deputies will frisk
all persons entering the court-
room. No cameras or re-
cording equipment will be
permitted inside the court-
house. .
