Trial Shift

Attorneys for Clay L. |
Shaw have filed subpenas
for 20 persons, including
District Attorney Jim |
Garrison, in their effort .
to have Shaw’s trial trans-
ferred out of New Or-
leans. |

Garrison has charged Shaw, |
54, with criminal conspiracy
in the assassination of Presi-
dent John F. Kennedy.

Most of those subpenaed
are affiliated with local news
media. Shaw's attorneys con-
tend that he cannot get a fair
trial within 100 miles of New
Orleans because of wide-
spread publicity about the
cage.

CRIMINAL District Judge
Edward A. Haggerty Jr., in
issuing the subpenas, served
notice that any of the wit-
nesses granting interviews to
newsmen will be held in con- |
tempt of court. -

All 20 were subpenaed for a |
hearing before Judge Hagger-
ty starting Tuesday which |
will determine whether the
trial will be moved. il
